- Short abstract

- Goal of your paper / expended results

- Some questions you want to resolve in the paper

- Literature

3/ Till 15th May send your paper to your supervisors (and in copy to me) to comment it and get the feed-back. The professors are very busy, so please send your paper the them as soon as possible and if they will not answer just urgent them. After getting the comments and first feed-back upgrade a little bit your paper in order to be consistent with the opinion of your supervisors.
4 / The final version of your paper (after consultation with your supervisors) send to me (louda@ieep.cz) till 1st June. (The papers will be published that is why we need it so soon). 
5/ As you know, you will present your paper on the summer school. We need it in advance to organize the time schedule of the presentations.
