Send them with a short abstract and research question (5-10 rows). After this discussion upgrade your abstract and research question and send it to Jiri Louda (louda@ieep.cz). Deadline: 28th February

ATTENTION: the supervisors are very busy (mostly university professors) and it takes some time to get the feedback, so please try to contact them as soon as possible.

2/ Till 31st March please send first draft of your paper (about 7 pages) to your supervisors and to Jiri Louda. The professors are very busy, so please send them your paper as soon as possible and if they will not answer, just urgent them. After getting the comments and first feedback update your paper in order to be consistent with the opinion of your supervisors.
Use the IMRAD methodology. Parts of the draft are:  

I…introduction (review)

· motivation

· core objective/core research question

· major literature
M…method

R…results

And

D…discussion

At the end of your draft should be literature/references
!!! Please use for writing the paper our template, which we have sent you!!!

3/ Till 28th April send at least 90 % of your paper to Jiri Louda and to your supervisor. Discuss the structure and results of the paper with the professors and update it to finish the final version of the paper.
4/ The final version of your paper send to your supervisors and to Jiri Louda (louda@ieep.cz) till 30th May. 
5/ You will present your results during the Summer School in Vienna. So send your Power Point presentation till  10th June  to Jiri Louda. During the presentation you will discuss with the professors your results.

The presentation with a discussion should take about 15-25 minutes. After the presentation all students will discuss your results.
